A series of indoor cultural displays and dem-
onstrations will be featured in the Quinlan
Community Center. The cultural exhibits and
demonstrations include Bonsai (minature trees/
plants), various Japanese dolls and doll making
demonstrations, ikebana (flower arranging),
nihon shishu (embroidery), Suiseki (Japanese
rocks), origami (paper folding), shodo (callig-
raphy), temari (decorative balls), Japanese
swords, and sumi-e (brush painting).

All day outdoor entertainment takes place in
the park amphitheater. Among the scheduled
events are Taiko groups, Japanese dancers,
various martial arts, children and adult musi-
cal performances.

Food offerings will include chicken salad,
green tea, teriyaki hamburgers and hot dogs;
teriyaki skewered corn, tempura, chicken
teriyaki, gyoza (meat in Japanese pastry),
yaki soba, fruit on a stick, ice cream, beer,
sake, wine, soda and bottled water.

Craft booths throughout the park will offer a
wide variety of items for sale, including cards,
paper sculptures, pottery, jewelry, washi eggs
and dolls, Japanese antiques, clothing, paint-
ings, candles, photos, woodwork and T-shirts.

The 200 cherry trees and the two traditional
lanterns at the park were gifts to the City

of Cupertino from Toyokawa. The festival
benefits the nonprofit Cupertino Sister City
Committee, which promotes friendship and
conducts an annual student exchange
program with Toyokawa, Japan. The festival
supports local non-profit organizations that 2

provide services to disadvantaged youth.

Cupertino’s Animal Care Volunteers are
preparing for their second pet shelter
disaster drill in May. Donations of new

or gently used pet care supplies will be
accepted on April 17 at Quinlan Community
Center during our annual Earth Day event.
Needed items include:

* Blankets and quilts — all sizes; Disinfec-
tant cleaners like 409; Mr. Clean, Pine
Sol; Nature’s Miracle to eliminate pet
odors; Disposable poop bags; Food and
water bowls — all sizes; Garbage bags —
all sizes from kitchen size to 33 gal; Hos-
es (6-10 ft. long); Kitty litter & litter box-
es, Large; battery operated, floodlights or
lanterns that would light up a larger area
than a hand-held flashlight; Leashes,
collars — all sizes; Old towels, clean rags
& t-shirts that can be used as cleaning
cloths; Paper towels; Plastic buckets with
rubber or metal handles; Portable kennels
(4’-6’ tall or taller); Rag and sponge mops
and wringer buckets; Rope 50’ (3/8” poly-
propylene); Scrubbing brushes (stiff, non-
metal bristles) to clean food bowls; crates,
floors, also long-handled scrubbing brushes
to clean floors; Tarps (8'x10’ and larger);

If you do only one thing to
prepare this month...

Locate your gas meter. Find the valve. Try
to move the valve one eighth (1/8) turn in
either direction. This test will not turn off
the gas, but it will let you know if you will
be able to shut the valve (1/4 turn either
direction) if you smell natural gas, hear
hissing sounds or see the dials spinning
wildly after an earthquake. If you can’t get
the valve to move, spray it with WD40 type
lubricant. If it’s still stuck, call PG&E.

rootsS Remembering Pete

There have been some recent reminiscences
and tributes written about Pete Camarda
since he passed away in February. At his
funeral service, a couple of his friends talked
about Pete’s life — I like hearing the stories
because Pete was a larger-than-life kind of
guy. So I’ll add a little here in Roots about
Pete — seems fitting, as he really was one
of the last old-timers in Cupertino and his
passing leaves a big hole in the community.
Lots of folks have mentioned he was named
Cupertino Man of The Year. The family
land and the community meant the world
to him — I cut apricots at his place

in my teen years. At the time, his bluster
and loud bellow scared me to death.

I hardly ever looked up from the cutting
tray and tried to remain as
inconspicuous as possible.
Years later, he'd come into
the Cupertino Library,
looking for his favorite
Louis Amour westerns,
hollering a greeting that
could be heard all over the
building...”Hey, how the
h*** are ya, anyway?!” He'd
park himself for awhile and
talk about anything and
everybody in Cupertino.

Once he came into the
library, rather subdued,
and shared his desire to
see that his beloved wife,
Evelyn, would get to go
to Lourdes. Evelyn had
cancer. When she passed away, some years
later, Pete lost a lot of spark but he never
lost his huge smile and interest in Cuper-
tino. The Lion’s Club and its’ annual Fish-
a-Thon at the Voss Quarry was always a
favorite topic with Pete. He loved helping
organize and being with the disabled kids
who needed “helpers”. One year, the Fish &
Game department raised the fees to supply
the fish for the event. Pete worried about
not being able to put on this special day for
the kids. As he shared his concerns with
one of Cupertino’s more generous leaders,
the man told Pete that he would under-
write the whole event instead of just
making his usual donation. Pete sat in
his office and cried.

He loved wild hog hunting and had a
favorite restaurant in Los Banos where he
could get pigs feet. One buddy remembers

May the Lord walch between me and thee
when we ane absent one from another.
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that Pete was a terrible driver and another
fellow said he’d take the train before he'd
let Pete drive him.

Pete had an old-fashioned work ethic — he’d
arrive for work at Cali’s Feed and Grain
mill at 4 am — work until noon — then go
home and work until dark on the family
fruit ranch. There was a great picture in
last month’s Cupertino Courier of Pete’s
folks in their 80’s, cutting cots together in
the cutting shed. Pete was a tough boss
during fruit harvest season. That bellow
of his could be heard all day long, directing
pickers, cutters, getting the trays into the
dry shed.

Several years back, at Will Lester’s annual
BBQ, a bunch of folks were
sharing stories about the
old days and Pete was
holding forth on one of

his favorite topics — boot-
leggers and who had the
speakeasy in the Santa
Clara Valley. Names, dates
and places rolled out of his
phenomenal memory. At
the time, a video camera,
brought by one of the
guests, was quietly film-
ing a lot of the proceedings
as part of a history archive
project. Other folks joined
in the story-telling — which
covered a lot of territory

— from the hanging at St.
James Park in the last
century, to the relative merits of original
valley French prunes over “anything you
get today in the stores”, to stills in the
basements of different farmhouses and a
few scandals and intrigue thrown in for
good measure. After a while, the camera
operator hit the “off” button. As everybody’s
grandma used to say... "Sometimes best to
let sleeping dogs lie”. Great stories, though.

The likes of Pete Camarda and other
Cupertino old-timers who helped build our
community — who were born, lived and died
here — raising their families and working
their land, hopefully will always be
remembered as a big part of the foundation
of Cupertino and we hope their memories
and stories will never fade away. We're

all gonna miss you, Pete... you were the
best story-teller and a great friend to so
many people.
