Yes, the City contracted with Godbe Research Associates and McGuire 
Research to conduct the survey. They are directly contacting residents, which is 

why the call/text came from an unfamiliar area code. If you are randomly 
selected and choose to participate, your individual responses are entirely 
confidential and will be used for research purposes only. Your data will not be 
sold or provided to anyone. 

Why was I selected? Where did the City get my contact information?  

Emails and phone numbers for this survey were obtained from public records at 
the Registrar of Voters in Santa Clara County and the City of Cupertino. All data 
gathering and surveying methods are in compliance with current Federal 
Commnications Commission (FCC) regulations and the California Consumer
